How can your group or organization obtain funding? 
 
Applicants must meet the following criteria: 
 

• Application is limited to organizations that are located in or serve the needs of citizens of the 
Schenectady County.  Chapters of national organizations must demonstrate significant local 
impact and fully outline the specific use of funds requested. 

 

• The project must benefit the quality of life for women and/or girls in Schenectady County.   
 

• Consideration will be given to the number of people served. 
 

• Although we appreciate and applaud individual achievements, applications for individual 
endeavors, such as an athletic or pageant competition, will not be funded. 

 
Please note that the number of applications often exceeds the funds available, so be realistic about your 
requests.  We ask that you carefully consider whether the awarding of a smaller amount than requested 
would still be useful to your organization.
